e Do not try to assemble or repair the unit yourself, contact your local

e To eliminate any overheating of the battery box, keep all ventilation
openings free from obstruction and do not place any foreign objects on
top of the battery bank. Keep the battery box 20 cm away from the wall.

e Make sure the battery box is installed within the proper environment as
specified. (0-40°C and 30-90% non-condensing humidity)

¢ Do notinstall the battery box under direct sunlight. Your warranty will be
void if the batteries fail due to overheating.

e This battery box is not designed for use in dusty, corrosive and salty
environment.

e The warranty for this battery bank will be void if water or other liquid is
spilled or poured directly onto the battery box. Similarly we do not
warrant any damage to the battery box if foreign objects are deliberately
or accidentally inserted into the battery box enclosure.

e The battery will discharge naturally if the system is unused for a period of
time.

e It should be recharged every 2-3 months if unused. If this is not done,
then the warranty will be null and void. During normal operation, the
batteries will be automatically remained in charged condition.

e Servicing of batteries should be performed or supervised by trained
personnel with knowledge of batteries and the required precautions.

e When replacing batteries, it is necessary to replace ALL batteries with the
same quantity, type & capacity.

Storage

Before storing, charge the unit 4 hours. Store the unit covered and
upright in a cool, dry location. During storage, recharge the battery in
accordance with the following table:
